Consequently, @shbeen
discovered that youth challenged on socio-economic levels are maften sent
directly to J.D.C.'s (Juvenile Detention Centers), than beig afforded these
alternate routes.

It costs $8,000 to educate American Children annually. Converselyt is
upwards of $50,000 yearly to incarcerate young people at American faciés
and abroad. Some young people are faced with felony charges, whickeyents
them from securing financial aid for college and hinders tem from voting.
The film shows how children can easily matriculate from tte juvenile justice
system into the adult prisons.

Juvenile Justice is not just an issue of race, color or creedHowever, the film
shows that youth are in crisis globally, due to the maltreatmenthey endure in
the system. Most of America’s local government entities, lsgols, churches
and social organizations play a major role in the evolution of programming

designed to rescue at-risk youth. This film will provide aninsight from the

nation’s most prominent individuals in these areas.

“Justice For All: The Documentary” does not address heinougrimes. As an
alternative, the film shows the unspoken reality of the juveite justice system,
revealing how some children do not return home from incareration; instead
they are transported by the coroner, then to the grave.

The one thought that came to mind while filming is - a couny can be
measured by how the children are treated. If this statemmg holds true, then
we are heading for destruction as a nation. We truly need to da better job
of improving juveniles' lives and divorcing ourselves from thenotion that
corporal punishment is the best form of rehabilitation.
